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In accordance with the vision of CrossPoint, the purpose of CrossPoint Missions is to reach JUST ONE
MORE by partnering with gospel-centered ministries HERE, THERE & EVERYWHERE in sharing the

message and love of Jesus Christ.

CrossPoint Missions is grounded in these Biblical convictions:

1. The ultimate goal of missions is the eternal
glorification of God by all people groups on earth.

After this I looked, and there before me was a great multitude
that no one could count, from every nation, tribe, people and
language, standing before the throne and before the Lamb.
They were wearing white robes and were holding palm
branches in their hands. And they cried out in a loud voice:
“Salvation belongs to our God, who sits on the throne, and to
the Lamb.” Revelation 7:9-10

2. The Church is called to make disciples of all
nations through the intentional proclamation of
the gospel of Jesus Christ.

Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in heaven
and on earth has been given to me. Therefore go and make
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching
them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely T
am with you always, to the very end of the age.”

Matthew 28:18-20

How then can they call on the one they have not believed in?
And how can they believe in the one of whom they have not
heard? And how can they hear without someone preaching to
them? And how can anyone preach unless they are sent? As
it is written: “How beautiful are the feet of those who bring
good news!”

3. The role of the local church in missions is to both
send missionaries into the field as well as partner
with missionaries through prayer and provision of
resources.
